Usage

From the command line
java ImagesNotUsed <commands file> <images directory>
where

<commands file> is the existing command lines file
<images directory> is the name of the directory containing the images

The list of images used in any form of the STAMP_ADD_IMG command is compared to the list
of images found in the images directory. The program outputs to the command window the
names of any files found in the images directory that are not used in the command lines file.
